CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

No claims will be entertained for anything which may happen to competitors,
their servants, onlookers, horses, vehicles or property in connection with, or
arising from the Show and it shall be a condition of entry that each entrant
shall indemnify the Committee and owners of the property, against any legal
action arising from any mishap.

The Judges’ decision is final in all events.

All jumping classes according to BSJA rules.

No spurs to be worn in Class 12 — L Rein, Class 13 — 1* Pony and Class 21 Peter
Pan Jumping.

Dogs MUST be on leads and under close control at all times.

Everyone mounted, whether a competitor or not, must wear protective
headgear conforming to PAS 015, BSEN 1384, ASTMF 11 63 standard,
which includes a permanently fitted, non-detachable retaining harness,
secured to the shell at more than two points. Such headgear must be
worn properly secured.

Suitable riding attire must be worn at all times. Body protectors and crash
caps with black, dark blue, dark green or brown silks are acceptable in all
classes . Fawn, cream or white jodhpurs/breeches in all classes.

The Committee reserves the right to refuse or reject any entry and to
withdraw or amend any of the prizes offered and to cancel any class at their
discretion.

Riders are required to ride sensibly at alltimes a  nd horses must use

the walkways and areas designated for them. NO GAL LOPING.

Any queries or complaints must be written and handed to the show secretary
within 15 minutes of the incident, accompanied by a fee of £20 which will be
refunded if the objection is upheld.

No entry fee will be refunded unless a class is cancelled or a Veterinary
Certificate / Doctor’s Certificate is produced no later than 10" July 2008.
Winners of all Challenge Cups at the 2008 Show will be required to

sign an undertaking to keep them in safe custody an d return them
undamaged and engraved by 1st May 2009 or to replac e it with a new
one. A refundable deposit of £25 will be required before cups are
released to winners.

Times given on the schedule are approximate. Every effort will be made to
accommodate competitors with commitments in more than one ring.

Any person allowing their vehicle to be towed does so at their own risk.
Horses passports will not be checked by the organisers but you are
reminded that you are required by law to carry these when travelling
horses/ponies.

At the organisers discretion classes may commence earlier than stated in
the schedule to accommodate the smooth running of the show. Please
arrive at the showground in plenty of time for your class.

All Riders must go clear in the fist round to qualify.

Riders must buy their membership numbers from C&T Rider prior to the competition at
a cost of £10. Rider cannot qualify if they do not have a C&T Membership number.
Chiltern & Thames Rider will confirm the riders who have qualified by sending them a
letter and entry form for the final. C&T Rider will pay for the postage. Riders will not
have to send an SAE.
